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Recruitment – An Ongoing Effort at Temiskaming Hosp ital 

The Health Professionals Recruitment Tour (HPRT) is an annual job fair that provides an opportunity 
for residents, medical students, and other health professionals to meet and make contacts with 
community representatives from underserviced areas across Ontario. The Tour this year covered 
3,200 kilometers making stops in Thunder Bay, Ottawa, Kingston, London, Hamilton, Toronto and 
Sudbury.   

Representatives from Temiskaming Hospital once again participated in the tour hopeful to make 
connections with interested individuals in an attempt to fill a number of vacancies: 

• seven full-time general practitioners (four in New Liskeard and three in Haileybury); 
• one full-time general surgeon; and 
• one full-time psychiatrist
